SORT OF VIRTUAL THEATRE WE ARE CREATING ON SECOND LIFE — AS WE
DEVELOP IT. WE PLAN TO SHOWCASE A SERIES OF DIFFERENT MINIPRODUC-
TIONS BEFORE WE REVEAL OUR FULL LENGTH PRODUCTION OF HAMLET IN
NOVEMBER.
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“ACT 1, SCENE 1 EXTENDED" 1S A SELF-CONTAINED SCENE 1 FROM HAMLET
(BASED ON A FACSIMILE OF THE FIRST FOLIO AND COMPLETE MOBY SHAKE-
SPEARE), WITH AN EXTENDED SOLILOQUY FROM THE GHOST, THAT SERVES AS AN
APT OPENING TO OUR PRODUCTION — AS "“THE TRUTH HEREIN / THIS PRESENT
OBJECT MADE PROBATION."

WE BEGIN BY PRESENTING THE STATE OF DENMARK ON THE
OUTSIDE, AND THE “STRANGE ERUPTION TO [THEIR] STATE.
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“THE SET WAS INSPIRED BY CASTLE KRONSBORG, BUILT BETWEEN 1574-1585,
BY FREDERIK II. THE CASTLE 1S IN HELSINGOR, DENMARK, WHICH TRANSLATES
TO ENGLISH AS, 'ELSINOR." --SLSC SET DESIGNER, BOONDOGGLE GRUPPMAN



THE VISION FOR OUR FIRST PRODUCTION -- HAMLET — IS TO PRESENT IT IN A
WAY THAT SHAKESPEARE MIGHT HAVE SEEN IT PRODUCED IN HIS THEATRE.

LOCAL COURTIERS AND MERCHANTS OFTEN DONATED OLD CLOTHING TO
ACTORS, AND 50 WE IMAGINE THAT THEIR. WARDROBE WOULD CONTAIN MORE
ELIZABETHAN OUTFITS THAN MORE GLOBAL ONES.

GIVEN THE PLETHORA OF MODERN APPAREL ALREADY DESIGNED AND AVAIL-
ABLE ON 5L, IT WOULD HAVE BEEN THE EASY ROUTE FOR US TO ATTEMPT A
MODERN INTERFRETATION.

BUT, WE CHOSE THE ROAD LESS TAKEN TO COMMISSION AND
GALVANIZE SL'S LEADING DESIGNERS TO CREATE PERIOD
OUTFITS... IN THE HOPES OF FURTHER DEVELOPING THE

HORATIO 15 A SCHOLAR WHO HAS JUST RETURNED FROM
ABROAD. EVERYONE DEFERS TO HIM AS THE OFFICIAL SOURCE
OF WISDOM ON THE GHOST AND ITS RELATION TO
DENMARK.

THE GHOST IS A SPIRIT WHO HAS BEEN DONE WRONG TO,
AND WHOSE DEATH SPAWNS BOTH THIS FIRST SCENE AND
THE REST OF HAMLET.

IN THE PERFORMING ARTS, AESTHETICS IS, UNDENIABLY, THE MOST IMPOR-
TANT THING, BUT ALTHOUGH WE AIM TO BE A PROFESSIONAL THEATRE
COMPANY, WE ARE ALSO A VIRTUAL THEATRE COMPANY, AND THUS THEATRE
AND MMO TECHNOLOGY AND ITS DEVELOPMENT ARE ALSO CRUCIAL TO OUR
PRODUCTIONS.

THE TECH BEHIND A1S1

WE ARE TESTING TECHNOLOGICAL INNOVATIONS IN PHASES. FOR OUR FIRST
MINIPRODUCTION, WE HAVE LAUNCHED A FULLY PROFESSIONAL PERFOR-
MANCE ON A FOUR-SIM THEATRE TO ALLOW FOR UP TO THREE HUNDRED
AUDIENCE MEMEBERS [N OUR LOCAL VENUE. WE HAVE PRELOADING TECHNOL-
OGY, SERVER-BASED SUBTITLE HUD'S AVAILABLE IN MULTIPLE LANGUAGES, AS
WELL AS NOVEL METHODS OF AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION. IN ADDITION TO
PHOTOREALISTIC AVATARS BASED ON ACTOR FACES, CUSTOM ANIMATIONS
BASED ON MOTION CAPTURE RECORDINGS ARE ALSO CONVERTED TO SL's
BVH. FINALLY, AS A NEAT TRICK TO INDUCE LIP-SYNC AND EXPRESSION-SYNC
BASED ON VOICE, WE USE EXPRESSION GESTURE HUD'S BY (C/O SINGULABOT-
ICS) AND AN ANIMATED SCULPTED TALKING HEAD (C/O VIP - VERY [MPOR-
TANT PIXELS) FOR FRANCISCO AS PLAYED BY PROSPERO LINDEN.

'WE HAVE ALSO DEVELOPED A STANDALONE VIEWER MADE ESPECIALLY FOR
ACTING, WITH FEATURES THAT OPTIMIZE SIM PERFORMANCE AND ACTOR
APPEARANCES. THIS WOULD EVENTUALLY BE USED WITH OUR SIMULSIM
TECHNOLOGY, WHICH WOULD ALLOW FOR THE LIVE 3D BROADCAST INTO
ANY REGION ACROSS THE GRID. WE HOPE TO IMPLEMENT THE SORT OF
"INFINITE THEATRE' POSSIBLE ONLY IN VIRTUAL WORLDS -- A THEATRE WITH
NO LIMITS IN GEOGRAPHY OR CAPACITY -- IN UPCOMING PRODUCTIONS.

“ANACHRONISMS UBIQUITOUS. WHILE METICULOUS CARE WAS TAKEN TO MAKE SURE THAT THE
STRUCTURE OF THE SL GLOBE THEATRE WAS CONSTRUCTED TO BE HISTORICALLY ACCURATE TO
DIMENSION, FOR AESTHETIC APPEAL, THE PRODUCTION HAD TO DEVIATE FROM THE ELIZABE-
THAN TRADITION IN ITS CREATION OF THE SET. ELIZABETHAN THEATRE WAS NOT TYPICALLY
ELABORATE IN BACKDROP, BUT GIVEN THE NAT URE ‘OF SECOND LIFE, IT SEEMS THAT HAVING THE
SET IN THE TRADITION OF BLACK BOX THEATRE WOULD HAVE BEEN TOO MU A

SUCH FINELY DRAWN PLAYBILLS WERE NOT THE THING BACK THEN, NOR MODERN SIGNAGE. THE
USAGE OF CURTAINS OR SCRIMS DID NOT BECOME POPULAR UNTIL TWO CENTURIES LATER.
